Signature soups, breads and desserts prepared by 27 area
chefs will be served in "greenware"--nature-based, bio-degradable and heat-resistant soup bowls along
with spoons, dessert forks and napkins of the same material.

WHY: During the economic recession, Tarrant Area Food Bank and its partner food pantries have seen
a 37 percent increase in the number of people seeking food assistance. Food pantries are now
providing groceries to 44,000 families per month compared to 32,000 a year ago.

TARRANT AREA FOOD BANK, founded in 1982 to collect and distribute donated food, provides food in
13 counties to emergency pantries, Kids Cafes and other after-school programs, emergency shelters,
senior centers and other social service centers. Each month, this network of hunger-relief charities
distributes emergency groceries to 44,000 families and serves 575,000 meals and snacks on charities'
sites.
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
